
Online Available to accept calls

Offline Neither able to accept or initiate a call

Page me Notified of incoming calls and you chose 
whether to accept 
Do not disturb Unable to accept calls, but can 
initiate a call
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The Subscriber Status informs other subscribers of availability, and can be changed manually. 
A subscriber can also view the status of other users and this tells them whether they are able to contact them.

There are 4 available status options, Online, Page Me, Do not Disturb and Offline.

To change the subscriber’s status, press Menu > Status > Select the Desired Status. 

An alert can be sent to a contact requesting a One-to-One call with them. 
To send an alert to a subscriber Highlight the user from either the Contacts List or Groups List.

Press Menu > Alert.

The alert will then be received by the highlighted subscriber and they will be given 
the option to return the call or reject it. 

A Subscriber can send an S60 Client an alert requesting a Callback. When the alert is 
received, the subscriber has the option to return the call or reject it. It the subscriber 
selects yes they will begin a One-to-One with the subscriber that sent the Alert.

Changing Statuses

Receiving an Alert from a Contact

The status modes are:
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Editing Group Members 
To add a new contact to a personal group, a user will need to highlight the subscriber from their contact list. 

Press Menu > Contacts > Add to Group. 
Select the group the contact is to be added to from the group list. 
Press OK.

Enter a Group Name, Press OK

Once a group is created a subscriber can;

• Edit Group Members 
• Remove a contact from a Personal Group 
• Change the Groups Name 
• Remove the Group

Personal groups are used when you want to be able to make an ad-hoc call to the same people repeatedly. Personal Groups are local 
to the individual subscriber and does not show on the other members’ group lists.

Subscribers need adding to the contacts list before they can be added to the personal group.

Creating Personal Groups 
To add a contact to a personal group, highlight the contact from the contacts list:

Press Menu > Contacts > Add to Group. 
Select new group.

Personal Groups
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Changing the Group’s Name 
To edit a Personal Group name, highlight the group 
from the Groups navigation tab.

Press Menu > Contacts > Edit Group. 
Enter a new group name. 

Press OK to confirm.

The PC Client has 5 different logs; 
Missed Calls, Incoming Calls, Outgoing Calls, Incoming Alerts and Outgoing Alerts.

To display a subscribers logs press Menu > Logs then select the log to be viewed.

Press Options > Details to view the call info.

Remove a Personal Group 
To remove a Personal Group, highlight the group 
from the Groups navigation tab.

Press Menu > Contacts > Remove Group.

Press OK to confirm.

Personal Groups (cont’d)

Logs
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Send SOS 
To send an SOS press Menu > SOS or press and hold the assigned SOS Hard Key.

Once the SOS has been received by an Alerts Controller the message will change to SOS received by Peer. 

Setting the SOS Hard Key 
To set a SOS hard key press Menu > Settings.

Select Assign SOS Key and select a key to assign.

Press and hold the assigned SOS key to send an alert from any application.

 

SOS	
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GPS Status 
To check the current GPS status press Menu > GPS Status.

 

An Active status shows that a GPS license is enabled for the subscriber. 

*Please note the handset must be GPS enabled to receive positions.

The Instant Locate service may drain a battery if the handset is not connected to a power supply. 
The battery life will vary on each model.

Sending an Instant Message 
To send an Instant Message (IM) highlight the contact.

Press Menu > Text Messages.
